MINUTES OF SPECIAL TOWN BOARD MEETING

CALL TO ORDER

PUBLIC COMMENTS

VILWOCK CUP

SEPTEMBER 24, 2018

The meeting was called to order at 6:02 p.m. by Town
Chairperson Ron Bahn. Open meeting notice was confirmed
and roll call taken. All Board members were present. Also
present was Town attorney Matthew Parmentier who was
appointed to serve as recording secretaty for the meeting.

Chairperson Bahn called for any public comments. There were
none.

Attorney Parmentier began by providing background on the
issuance of the CUP to Mr. Vilwock and the vatious notices,
warnings, and extensions that were sent to Mr. Vilwock.
Attorney Parmentiet’s presentation included a packet of
documents related to the permit, a copy of which is attached as
Exhibit A. After providing an overview of permit-related
issues, Attorney Parmentier reminded the Board that at an
August 20, 2018 meeting, the Town renewed Mr. Vilwock’s
CUP for a 30-day period to give Mr. Vilwock a final
opportunity to bring the property into compliance with the
permit and that the Board’s options at this meeting include
renewing the permit as-is, renewing the permit with revisions,
ot non-renewing the permit.

Chaitperson Bahn then invited comments and testimony from
Mz. Vilwock about his attempts to bring the property into
compliance. Mr. Vilwock said that he has been talking with a
fence builder who is too busy to put up the fence that was
tequited under the CUP and that he is trying to bring the
property into compliance.

Chairperson Bahn then called for any other public comments
regarding the CUP. Jerry Trochinski, the Town’s Zoning
Administratot, commented that Mr. Vilwock has not sought a
fence permit to build the fence required by the CUP.

After public comment, Attorney Parmentier presented alternate
versions of a resolution regarding the CUP—one vetsion
renewing the permit with the option for revisions, and another
version non-renewing the permit. The Board proceeded to
discuss the matter. During the discussion, the Board members
reported on their respective site visits to the property. Each
Board member confirmed that during their site visit, they
counted vehicles in excess of the limits set forth in the CUP,
that vehicles were not in a fenced-in area as required by the
CUP, and that various other miscellaneous items of junk,
including many vehicle tires, were present on the propetty.
After discussion and deliberation, motion was made and
seconded to non-trenew the CUP on the terms and conditions
set forth in a separate resolution non-renewing conditional use
permit. The motion carried with all Board members voting aye.

A representative of Allinport, LLC was present to discuss the
settlement agreement that the Town offered to Allinport in
response to its zoning and building permit violations. Allinport
concedes the violation but is requesting a reduction in the
payment required under the settlement agreement.

The Board and Allinport engaged in a discussion regarding the
various items included in the settlement amount and, after
discussion, the parties agreed that Allinport would pay
$6,250.00 to the Town in settlement of the Town’s claims. At
that point, motion was made and seconded to approve a revised
settlement agreement that replaces the payment from Allinport
to the Town with the amount of $6,250.00. The motion carried
with all Board members voting aye.

No other business coming before the Town Board, motion,
second, and unanimous approval to adjourn.

Conditional Use Permit 99-17

Conditional Use Permit 99-17 for a single family residence (99-17a) and
Sales, Service, and Repair of vehicles (99-17b) on a parcel zoned C-1
(parcel #01405540501 and #014055405) located at 625 and 627 County
Rd E.

The Conditional Use Permit (CUP) is for one (1) year from the date
of initial approval and is subject to annual renewal provided the
applicant makes a written request to the Town Chair for a one (1) year
renewal a minimum of 30 days prior to each one year anniversary. The
Town will notify the CUP holder of the pending renewal approximately
60 days prior to the renewal date by USPS letter. All conditions of the
permit must adhered to in order for the Town Board to consider the
renewal.

A. Section 99-17a Single Family Residential use

1. Existing house may be used as a residence as long as the house is
maintained and the house meets the requirement of a residence per
Federal, State or County (FSC) regulations. Health and safety of the
home and surrounding area are paramount.

B. Section 99-17b Sales, service, and repair of vehicles

Operations of a commercial business for the purpose of sales, service
and repair of vehicles must at all times and in all activities be conducted
in a manner that provides for the health and safety of all persons and
that does not detract from the value and aesthetics of the neighboring
parcels.



1. No more than 12 vehicles may be parked in front or alongside of
the existing buildings that can be viewed from County Hwy E. All
vehicles must be registered and licensed as required by Federal,
State and County (FSC) regulations.

a. No weeds, brush or tall grass may be growing near these 12
vehicles

b. These vehicles (maximum of 12) must be in running condition
or will be repaired to running condition within 30 days.

2. No more than 40 vehicles may be kept in a completely fenced in
area behind the existing building (rear yard area and completely
hidden from any ground level view by a fence that is a minimum of
8 feet high).

a. All of these vehicles must be registered if required by FSC
regulations

b. All of these vehicles must have all fluids and refrigerants
removed if required by FSC regulations

c. All vehicles stored inside building must have all fluids and
refrigerants removed if required by FSC regulations except
those in for service and repair (maximum number of 4)

d. Vehicle is defined as car, pickup truck, light and heavy duty
truck, recreational vehicle, trailers, motorcycles, ATV/UTV
etc.



e. Upon annual renewal the Town Board may increase or
reduce this original number of 40 vehicles with good reason
and not in an arbitrary way.

. No expansion as far as number or size of buildings is allowed on
parcels currently identified as 01405540501 and 014055405 unless
required FSC storm water retention regulations are met.

. Vehicle parts, appliances, building materials, trash, etc. outside of
buildings must be contained in a single commercial dumpster for
regular pickup. Contents of dumpster must be emptied a minimum
of once each month (12 times per year).

. To insure health and safety notable actions will be taken to
minimize and eliminate varmints and rodents.

. Applicant must comply with all Federal, State and County
regulations regarding storage of vehicles as if this facility were a
salvage yard (or similar use) where long term storage of vehicles is
permitted. This shall apply mainly to fuels, oil, batteries and other
fluids including refrigerants. Waste disposal and air emissions
from painting operations must meet all FSC regulations. NOTE:
salvage yard is not permitted in Town of Nepeuskun.

. Applicant must comply with all FCS regulations regarding health,
safety, and sanitary facilities.

. Hours of operation shall be dawn to dusk.
